ACCREDITATION
University of Southwest America(USWA) is a private, non-profit organization operating under a non-profit exemption verified by the California Bureau for Private Postsecondary Education (B.P.P.E.).

To cancel this agreement with USWA, the student shall E-mail or deliver a signed and dated copy of a written cancellation notice to: University of Southwest America, uswa@uswa.ac
If USWA gave the student any equipment, it must be returned within 30 days of the cancellation date. If the student does not return the equipment within the 30-day period, USWA may charge the cost of the equipment. The amount charged for each item shall not exceed its fair market value. USWA shall have the burden of proof to establish the equipment’s fair market value. 

LOANS AND STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY

If the student obtains a loan to pay for an educational program, the student will have the responsibility to repay the full amount of the loan plus interest, less the amount of any refund.
